A remarkable story of the great courage of Liberian Muslim and Christian women who regardless of their confession decided to come together to end a bloody civil war and bring peace to their shattered country. Through a mosaic of personal testimonies of women of all sorts of professions and confessions, the director Gini Reticker describes historical events leading to the end of the bloody struggle. The civil war, which had lasted fourteen years and had led to hundreds thousands of deaths, massacres on the civilian population and rapes of women, finished also thanks to women who had forced the sides of the conflict not only to sit by one table, but, after some time, even to reach a peace agreement.. By the long-term non-violent but vigorous protests and cooperation, these women convincingly showed that spontaneous activism can alter the history of a nation.
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
